Projection Files and Carlson Software

RAM #148 calls for a shapefile to be submitted with an application. The ‘shapefile’ consists of at least a .shp, .shx, .dbf and a .prj as described on page 2 and 3 of the RAM. However, Carlson Software at this time does not create a .prj file during the export process. The .prj file contains coordinate system, ground unit, and projection information. 

On this web page you will find a .prj file that has been created in KY83F (Kentucky Single Zone Ft). If you export your shapefile using Carlson Software and you do not have a projection file you can download this file and simple rename it to match your shapefile’s name. We know this will work if you your current projection is set to Kentucky Single Zone. 
One way to verify that your exported shapefile is created properly is to attach it into ESRI’s ArcGIS Explorer free download. Also, while in Carlson check your x,y values. If working in Kentucky Single Zone they should be in the range seen below.
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
